
     I then made a quick call to 

Steve Vernick who notified 

Channel 13 and he also called 

Pratha Landis to begin mak-

ing phone calls to those who 

are on the Prayer Chain Call 

List.  I then sent an email to 

all those on the Newsletter 

Distribution list. 

     So, how do you know if 

church has been dismissed? 

1. Watch Channel 13 or 

check their website. 

2. Watch your email. 

3. Listen for a phone call. 

4. Call the church (773-

3475)—I put a mes-

sage there saying 

there was no worship. 

5. Finally don’t jeopard-

ize your safety even to 

come to Worship. 

      At about 5:45 a.m. on 

Sunday, December 16th, I 

headed out to the church 

from my home in Noblesville.  

To be honest, the roads were-

n’t great, but not really all 

that bad.  I met Mo Guyer at 

the church who was there to 

clean the walks.  And, Ron 

Ehrgott arrived to clean the 

parking lot (we employ Ron’s 

son Jay to plow the lot in the 

winter and Dad got the job of 

operating one of the plows on 

this beautiful morning.) 

     I called the County High-

way Department who assured 

me they would try to at least 

clean the road on 196th St. 

from Promise Rd. to the 

church since the city usually 

keeps Promise Rd. and 191st 

St. pretty clear.  So, while we 

all agreed it wasn’t great.  We 

decided to not dismiss 

church.  I went home to clean 

up and then head back to 

Worship. 

     When I left home shortly 

after 8 a.m. it was clear 

things had changed dramati-

cally.  Even the city streets 

were lousy.  And so, I made 

the decision to dismiss church 

after consulting with 

“Chairman-Elect” Steve Skin-

ner who assured me he was-

n’t even sure he could get out 

of his driveway. 

     Over the years we have 

had to dismiss church very 

few times.  That’s a good 

thing.   And, I am grateful that 
most folks who give finan-

cially to Refuge understand 

that expenses continue even 

when we can’t get together to 

Worship.   

     During this calendar year 

we are thankful that even 

though things have been tight, 

we have always been able to 
pay our bills and we believe 

that God will continue to pro-

vide.  But,  the truth is that 

God provides through his 

people.  

     I don’t know your finan-

cial circumstance this year, 

but if you could make a spe-

cial year end gift to Refuge 
this year it would be a great 

help.
