
in the pews.  Help us keep 

accurate attendance records 

by always signing the Wel-

come cards.  Also, if it looks 

like you have a guest in your 

row, please include your ad-

dress.  Yes, we already have 

YOUR address, but the 

chances are greater that the 

visitor will give us THEIR 

address if they see that you 

have signed and included 

YOUR address.  Omit your 

address and in all likelihood 

we won’t have an address to 

follow up on that visitor with. 

This month we are handing 

out  the new Greeter’s List 

along with some reminder 

instructions for our Greet-

ers.  And while the instruc-

tions certainly apply to our 

Greeters, in a way they ap-

ply to all of us. 

 

First impressions matter.  In  

just a few moments people 

who come to Refuge form 

an initial opinion.  So, don’t 

be “overwhelming” to visi-

tors—some of them just 

really want to be anony-

mous those first few times 

they come and that is ok. 

 

In general, treat them like 

you would like to be treated 

the first time you entered 

someone else’s home.  The 

Greeters will do their job, 

but all of us can go a long 

way toward making visitors 

feel at home.   

 

Finally, about those 

“Welcome” cards that are 

Beginning the first Sunday 
of March we will be making 
some changes to our Chil-
dren’s Church program.  
The purpose of these 
changes is to provide a 
better educational and wor-
ship experience for our 
youth and teachers. 
 
First, we will not be dis-
missing children to Chil-
dren’s Church until after 
the communion time.  This 
will allow those who are 
working with our young 
people to experience the 
personal worship time that 

our Communion Service 
offers.  And, it will let all 
young people begin to 
have the seeds of faith 
planted in their hearts con-
cerning what Jesus did for 
us by dying on the cross 
and being risen from the 
dead. 
 
Next, we will be targeting 
Children’s Church on chil-
dren up through 3rd grade.    
We believe that it would be 
better for older children to 
experience the adult wor-
ship rather than a Chil-

dren’s Church worship.  If 
you are a parent and have 
reservations about how 
your child will respond to 
being in adult worship, we 
ask that you talk to Stan or 
Nathan about this and we 
will certainly work with you 
on what is best for your 
child.  While up through 3rd 
grade is our “target” we will 
not “prevent’ other children 
from attending if their par-
ents deem that best for 
them.

30 Hour Famine is the 8-9 of this month.  The teens will be fasting for 30 hours in 
an effort to raise money to help children who are starving around the world.  Our 
goal this year is to raise $4500.  Last year we raised over $3600 (which fed 10 kids 
for the entire year) and we would like to be able to feed 2 more this year.  If you 
don't have the capacity to donate to each student you could also make a donation to 
the general fundraising efforts and it would be applied to the collective donation.  
We still also need donations of juice and water for the weekend. 
 
Teen small groups will soon be beginning.  They will be meeting in houses 
throughout the week in different locations around town.  Keep an eye on your bulle-
tin and we'll be posting those times and places.  We hope to be able to reach out to 
the students who have a hard time making our Sunday night meeting.  This also 
gives our students the chance to own their group, to take responsibility for its 
growth both spiritually and numerically.
