Still, we have cer-
tainly made progress com-
pared to the first gtr. of the
year.

Now the challenge—we have
a bill for LP Gas that will be
due at the end of July. It
appears that the “"budget”
billing as set for us by the

woefully underestimated
this year. And while that
has been somewhat to our
advantage in the winter
months, we now face a bill
of approximately $7000.00
(ves, I have the number of
zeros right). That bill will
take a big chunk out of our
cash reserves. Plus, quar-
terly mission payments of
$6200 will be due at the end
of this month.
